While choosing the installation-spot, please make sure that the device is not exposed to extreme
heat, moisture or dust. Please don't project the beam onto combustible substances. The minimum
distance between light-output from the projector and the illuminated surface must be more than
10 meter.

If you use the quick lock cam in hanging up the fixture, please make sure the quick lock fasteners
turned in the quick lock holes correctly.

4.1) Installing or replacing the lamp

Only install the lamp with the device unplugged from the mains.

Lamp MUST BE replaced at 1,500 Hours! Use only Genuine Original Philips™

Because of the nature of the extreme heat associated with the MSD Platinum 14 R 470W
lamp and the tight nature of the internal optical system it is imperative that the lamp
be replaced every 1500 hours. This is done to protect the internal optical system as
well as prevent accidental lamp explosion, which could lead to hot glass particles
falling from the fixture. Failure to change the lamp within 300 hours of operation will
result in automatic shut down of the fixture’s electronics.

At 1500 hours the display will begin to flash “Replace The Lamp” and the lamp will
flicker for the first five minutes of operation. At this point the lamp has reached the
maximum rated life and should be replaced immediately. After the lamp has
flickered for about five minutes it should strike normally allowing the fixture to be
used temporarily until a replacement lamp can be installed. The fixture will continue
to operate for an additional 300 hours, however the “Replace the Lamp” warning
will continue to flash in the display. Keep in mind that the flicker protection circuitry
will only work for about 300 hours (lamp clock life of 1500-1800 hours). After 1800
hours the fixture will no longer respond to DMX commands and immediately enter
a hibernation mode that will electronically discontinue all fixture functionality with
the exception of a few menu commands. The fixture will continue to enter
hibernation mode until the lamp is replaced and the lamp clock has been reset.

Before replacing the lamp let the lamp cool down, because during operation, the lamp can

reach very high temperature.

During the installation of halogen lamps do not touch the glass bulbs bare handed. Always use a
cloth to handle the lamps during insertion and removal.

Do not install lamps with a higher wattage. They generate higher temperatures than which the
device was designed for.

Procedures:

1) Please put the fixture on a smooth desk, release the screw A, B, C. Then open the plate for
lamp-socket.

2) Before taking off the lamp, please release the two red wires which connect to the lamp.

Then take off the plate of the lamp carefully, please press the lamp and cover for lamp-socket.
Make sure remove the lamp from left to right until the lamp is took off. Attention, wrap the
lamp with soft cloth which go with the lamp to avoid your finger touching the glass of lamp
directly.

3) Replace lamp and make it stable. Please be noted that there's only one installation direction
for the lamp. Make sure the replaced lamp has the same installation direction with the old
one.Once again, make sure it’s stable.

4) Put on the plate of lamp socket and tighten screw A, B, C.

5) Please reset the lamp life-time. Otherwise it is likely to trigger the protecting firmware of
system to make the replaced lamp close itself automatically.

Please remember the lamp is not a hot-restrike type, you must wait for approximately 10
minutes after having turned off the lamp before you can turn it back on again.

4.2) Mounting the device

6. DMX-512 connection with DMX terminator

For installations where the DMX cable has to run a long distance or is in an electrically noisy
environment, such as in a discotheque, it is recommended to use a DMX terminator. This helps in
preventing corruption of the digital control signal by electrical noise. The DMX terminator is
simply an XLR plug with a 120 Q resistor connected between pins 2 and 3,which is then plugged
into the output XLR socket of the last fixture in the chain. Please see illustrations below.

7. Projector DMX start address selection

All fixtures should be given a DMX starting address when using a DMX signal, so that the
correct fixture responds to the correct control signals. This digital starting address is the channel
number from which the fixture starts to “listen” to the digital control information sent out from
the DMX controller. The allocation of this starting address is achieved by setting the correct
number on the display located on the base of the device.

You can set the same starting address for all fixtures or a group of fixtures, or make different
address for each fixture individually.

If you set the same address, all the units will start to “listen” to the same control signal from the
same channel number. In other words, changing the settings of one channel will affect all the
fixtures simultaneously.

If you set a different address, each unit will start to “listen” to the channel number you have set,
based on the guantity of control channels of the unit. That means changing the settings of one
channel will affect only the selected fixture.

In the case of the move head, which is a 19channel fixture, you should set the starting address of
the first unit to 1, the second unit to 20 (19+1) , the third to 39 (19+20) , and so on.

10. ERROR MESSAGE

When you turn on the fixture, it will make a reset at first. The display may show*“Err channel is
XX while there are problems with one or more channels. “XX’ stands for channel 1, 2, 3, 4, 5,
6 who has the testing sensor for positioning. For example, when the display shows “Err channel is
Color wheel”, it means there is some error in channel 12. If there are some errors on channel 1,
channel 3, channel 12 at the same time, you may see the error message ~ “Err channel is Pan
movement”, “Err channel is Tilt movement”, “Err channel is Color wheel” flash repeated for 2
times, and then the fixture will generate a second reset. If the fixture remain error message after
performing reset more than 2 times, only the channels which have errors can not work properly,
others can work as usual. Please contact with dealer or manufacturer for service, self repair is not
allowed.

PAN Er
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(PAN-yoke movement error) This message will appear after the reset of the fixture if the yoke’s
magnetic-indexing circuit malfunction (sensor failed or magnet missing) or the stepping-motor is defective (or
its driving IC on the main PCB). The PAN- movement is not located in the default position after the reset.

TILT Er

(TILT-head movement error) This message will appear after the reset of the fixture if the head’s
magnetic-indexing circuit malfunctions (sensor failed or magnet missing) or the stepping-motor is defective (or
its driving IC on the main PCB). The TILT- movement is not located in the default position after the reset.

Speed Pan/Tilt movement Er

(Speed Pan/Tilt movement error) This message will appear after the reset of the fixture if the head’s
magnetic-indexing circuit malfunctions (sensor failed or magnet missing) or the stepping-motor is defective (or
its driving IC on the main PCB). The TILT- movement is not located in the default position after the reset.

Strobe Er

(Strobe error) This message will appear after the reset of the fixture if the head’s magnetic-indexing circuit
malfunctions (sensor failed or magnet missing) or the stepping-motor is defective (or its driving IC on the main
PCB). The Gobo Wheel 1- movement is not located in the default position after the reset.

Dimmer Er

(Dimmer error) This message will appear after the reset of the fixture if the head’s magnetic-indexing circuit
malfunctions (sensor failed or magnet missing) or the stepping-motor is defective (or its driving IC on the main
PCB). The Gobo Rot.1- movement is not located in the default position after the reset.

Zoom Er

(Zoom error) This message will appear after the reset of the fixture if the head’s magnetic-indexing circuit
malfunctions (sensor failed or magnet missing) or the stepping-motor is defective (or its driving IC on the main
PCB). The Gobo wheel 2 - movement is not located in the default position after the reset.

Focus Er

(Focus error) This message will appear after the reset of the fixture if the head’s magnetic-indexing circuit
malfunctions (sensor failed or magnet missing) or the stepping-motor is defective (or its driving IC on the main
PCB). The Gobo wheel 2 - movement is not located in the default position after the reset.

AutoFocus Adjustment Er

(AutoFocus Adjustment error) This message will appear after the reset of the fixture if the head’s
magnetic-indexing circuit malfunctions (sensor failed or magnet missing) or the stepping-motor is defective (or
its driving IC on the main PCB). The Gobo wheel 2 - movement is not located in the default position after the
reset.

Color Wheel Er

(Color wheel error) This message will appear after the reset of the fixture if the magnetic-indexing circuit
malfunction (sensor failed or magnet missing) or the stepping-motor is defective (or its driving IC on the main
PCB). The color wheel is not located in the default position after the reset.

Rotating gobo Er

(Rotating gobo error) This message will appear after the reset of the fixture if the head’s magnetic-indexing
circuit malfunctions (sensor failed or magnet missing) or the stepping-motor is defective (or its driving IC on
the main PCB). The Gobo wheel 2 - movement is not located in the default position after the reset.

Rotating prism Er

(Rotating prism error) This message will appear after the reset of the fixture if the head’s magnetic-indexing
circuit malfunctions (sensor failed or magnet missing) or the stepping-motor is defective (or its driving IC on
the main PCB). The LightSource - movement is not located in the default position after the reset.
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11. CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

The following points have to be considered during the inspection:

1) All screws for installing the devices or parts of the device have to be tightly connected and

must not be corroded.

2) There must not be any deformations on the housing, color lenses, fixations and installation

spots (ceiling, suspension, trussing).

3) Mechanically moved parts must not show any traces of wearing and must not rotate with
unbalances.

4) The electric power supply cables must not show any damage, material fatigue or sediments.

Further instructions depending on the installation spot and usage have to be adhered by a skilled

installer and any safety problems have to be removed.

oo CAUTION!

Disconnect from mains before starting maintenance operation.

In order to make the lights in good condition and extend the life time, we suggest a regular

cleaning to the lights.

1) Clean the inside and outside lens each week to avoid the weakness of the lights due to
accumulation of dust.

2) Clean the fan each week.

3) To make sure the smooth gobo rotation, we suggest adding proper lube to the wheel each
three month, avoiding the excessive lube splashes during the gobo rotating.

4) A detailed electric check by approved electrical engineer each three month, make sure that
the circuit contacts are in good condition, prevent the poor contact of circuit from
overheating.

We recommend a frequent cleaning of the device. Please use a moist, lint- free cloth. Never use

alcohol or solvents.

There are no serviceable parts inside the device except for the lamp. Please refer to the

instructions under “Installation instructions”.

Should you need any spare parts, please order genuine parts from your local dealer.
